Raipur Dated 03 July, 2017
No.F-21-10/2017/Nine/55-4 :::: ‘The State Government hereby makes the
following Rules for the admission into Government and Private Nursing
College of the State:-
NOTIFICATION
In pursuance of the order of the Hon'ble Supreme
court of India in the case of P.A. Inamdar v. State of
Maharashtra, (2005) 6 SCC 537, which mandated to prescribe
rules for fixing Non-Resident Indian quota in Private Professional
Colleges (PPC), State Government, hereby, makes the following
rules, namely:-

RULES
1. Short title, commencement and extent. — (1) These rules
may be called the Chhattisgarh Non-Resident Indian Quota in
Private Professional Colleges Rules, 2017.
(2) It shall come into force4/2/2}Date)
(3) It shall extend to the whole of State of Chhattisgarh.

2. Applicability. — These rules shall apply to the all the Private
Professional Colleges (PPC) opened after permission by the
Department of Health and Family Welfare, Government of
Chhattisgarh.

3. Definitions. - In these rules, unless the context otherwise

requires,
(a) "Non-Resident Indian (in short N.R.I.)" shall have the same
meaning as defined /declared in Laws/Rules/

Notification/Orders issued by the Central Government;

(b) "Private Professional College (in short P.P.C.)" means
Medical/Dental/ Nursing/ Physiotherapy or by whatever
name called, run by a private
management/company/trust/body and affiliated to Pt. Deen
Dayal Upadhyah Memorial Health Sciences Ayush University,
Raipur;

(c) "Reservation Policy" means the reservation policy of the
State Government for Scheduled Caste, Scheduled Tribe,
Other-Backward Classes and Women, from time to time.
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4. Special provision for admission in private professional
college (PPC) of non-resident Indians.-

(1) Each Private Professional College (PPC) may fill 15% seats of
the total seats by Non-Resident Indian (NRI) on basis of their
merit amongst NRI category.

(2) Fraction after calculation shall be rounded off to the next
higher numeral in the favor of the concerned Private
Professional College (PPC).

(3) Student admitted against NRI category shall have to pay in
foreign currency.

(4) Each Private Professional College (PPC) shall declare in
advance in website and other publicity means to this effect.

(5) Reservation policy of the State shall also be applicable.

(6) Each Private Professional College (PPC) shall admit the
student in NRI quota before 10 days of the last date of
admission, which is closing date for NRI category. After this
closing date the seats will be declared empty and shall be
converted as open category.

5. Removal of difficulties. - In case any difficulty arises in
executing these rules, the matter shall be referred to Director,
Medical Education who shall decide the case after approval
by Secretary to the Government of Chhattisgarh, Department
of Health and Family Welfare. The Decision of Directorate of
Medical Education (DME) shall be final and binding.
